    You never forget your first whale．The impact it makes upon you is huge and life is never quite the same again,My first whale was a 40ft gray，off the coast of California in 1979,and I've been a whale addict ever since．Now I have to go whale watching regularly just to survive normal daily life．

   I may be crazy but I am certainly not alone．The world is filled with whale watchers：since its beginnings in the mid-fifties，whale watching has grown dramatically and now more than 13 million people join organized whale watching trips every year．   

    As a faithful whale watcher，all your holidays center on whales．The only books you read are ones about whales；you wear whale T-shirts，and every time you meet your friends you talk about whales.

    So what is it about these larger-than-life animals that makes them so special?Their enormous size is one possible explanation：imagine sitting in a small boat next to a blue whale almost as long as a Boeing 737．The fact that we know so little about them is another possibility：modern technology has taken us to the moon and beyond，yet we are only just beginning to understand these extraordinary forms of intelligent life on our own planet．    

    Planning and patience are just two essential requirements for successful whale watching．Planning is needed because there are certain whale hot spots--where you have the best chance of seeing them--and because the larger species tend to be on their way from feeding areas to breeding grounds，so rarely do they stay in one place for more than a few months at a time．   

    Patience is necessary because，even under the best conditions，whales can be tricky to find．However，most commercial whale watching trips have a surprisingly high success rate because they tend to concentrate on well-known whale populations at peak(最高的)seasons．

    NASA scientists plan to use images shot from space and within the Earth’s atmosphere to help California monitor one of the worst droughts in its recorded history．Scientists said they would make use of imaging tools to measure snow pack and groundwater levels and use other technologies to help better map and assess the water resources in a state that produces half the nation’s fruits and vegetables．

    Scientist are being able to put all of these different kinds of instruments together，these measurements together，and start looking at the concept of perhaps closing the water budget of California．

    While much of the United States has experienced heavy rains and snowfall this winter，California is faced with drought threatening to suffer．from the biggest water crisis in its modern history．Governor Jerry Brown declared a drought emergency 1ast month and has called on state officials to prepare for water shortages and develop solutions for potentially long-term dry weather．The California Department of Water Resources has contracted with NASA to use data that will be collected next month with airplane mapping tools to measure water stored in the California snow pack，according to Jeanine Jones，the department’s water resources manager California could also soon make use of data from a satellite mapping system to measure the extent of land sinking，because of decreasing groundwater levels．

     That data will help state officials plan for year-round water availability and locate and determine the size of aquifers(含水层)，as well as detecting any damage caused by excessive(过度的)groundwater pumping．State officials hope to finally use NASA satellite imagery to track the surface area of agricultural land in California’s Central Valley to more accurately assess the impact of the drought on agricultural production．

    Every vehicle needs tires，but eventually they wear out．Roads wear out too，and they often need repairing．But new research by fl pair of teens suggests the rubber from worn-out tires could lengthen the lifetime of asphalt(沥青)pavement．Also roads made with this material might need fewer patches(补丁)．

   The young researchers presented their findings in May，2014，as finalists at the International Science and Engineering Fair(ISEF)．The 64th annual Intel ISEF shows some of the best high school science projects from around the globe．

    Many roads are made with asphalt，which requires much petroleum．But Jordan is fl country that has very few oil wells or other sources of petroleum，notes Mohammad Salameh，who is a10th-grader at the International School in Amman，Jordan．

    For Jordan，having to import most of the country’s petroleum adds greatly to its cost，the teen notes.The extra expense means that there’s less money to build and maintain roads．That has resulted in poorer quality roads．As a result，those roads need to be patched almost constantly．

    Therefore，16一year-old Mohammad and his research partner，15-year-old classmate Adam Belaid，came up with the idea of adding rubber to asphalt．But that rubber can come from old tires．Even a worn-out tire contains much rubber，which means the material should be plentiful，says Mohammad．Drivers in Jordan replaced 9 million tons of tires between 2006 and 2010，and only 0．3％of that rubber was recycle&That leaves much rubber that could possibly go into road construction．

But first the teens had to show adding rubber to asphalt resulted in better roads．To test their idea,they created several different asphalt-rubber recipes.They also tried out different temperatures at which the mix was heated．And their tests suggested  that when the surfacing material includes

 8％rubber，it should hold up for 10 to 15 years of traffic instead of the normal l 5 years．And their recipe should reduce the need for

patching worn areas from once a year，to maybe once every 5～7 years in the future．
