Rubbish is a major kind of environmental pollution. Each person produces about two kilograms of rubbish in our homes a day. And this is only a small part of all the rubbish we produce. We also create waste in industry.   

Have you wondered what happens to the rubbish? Most of it is buried(填埋) in landfills or burned. Less than 25% of our waste is recycled(回收利用).   

A landfill（垃圾填埋厂）is carefully designed and it is built into or on top of the ground. Rubbish buried in landfills is cut off from the surrounding environment (groundwater, air, rain, etc). 

One problem with landfills is that they cover a lot of land space. If they are not well-built, there is a high risk of polluting the land and water. Some people also say that landfills remove materials for ever. As a result , the materials that can be reused are wasted .  

Burning rubbish in factories is another way to cut out waste. Burning reduces 95% of the waste .And if poisonous materials are removed, and burning is completed at controlled temperatures, it’s possible to do so without causing too much pollution. Some factories could even produce electricity from the burning process.

阅卷分析

一、试卷总体评析
扬州市2010年初中毕业升学统一考试英语试题整体内容切合新世纪新课标要求，符合中考命题思路。题型设计规范合理，试卷整体难度适中，试卷长度合适，大多数学生能在规定的时间内完成考试。从内容和选材上，既注重学生对基础知识的运用，又突出对学生能力的考查。整个试卷基本上没有偏题、难题和怪题，体现情境，贴近生活，让学生能轻松上手，同时又能很好的贯彻新大纲对学生的各层面要求，具有一定的代表性和开放性，亦具有清新的时域特色。

2.试题特点

（1）难易适中，突出基础亦强调能力。整卷既切符扬州大市的中考要求，亦体现了新课标的考查要求-即语言考查重在语用知识在情景中的运用。本卷语篇体现了时代性和开放性，篇幅和难度较以往略有提高，对学生能力有较高的要求。写作以敏感的九零后与父母的代沟为题材，让学生欲语尽言，以准确体现学生对英语知识的运用程度。整体上看，试题真正面向绝大多数学生，其中单项选择题、词汇题、句子翻译题学生得分较高，语篇和写作得分相对较低。

（2）依纲据本，选材广泛时新。基础知识的考查基本源于课本，高于课本。语篇理解选材广泛，从动漫形象史奈比，环球航行少女到中美友谊观，社会生活垃圾的处理以及上海世博会，可谓贴心近时于学生的理解世界。句子翻译皆源于课本，难度不大，满分较多。这些试题让学生更好的掌握了基础知识，充分发挥出了应有的水平。

（３）试题不落俗套，原创新颖。纵观全卷，在全面考查基础知识点、考查学生能力的同时，大多数题目都具有原创的特点。出题思路清晰，少有照抄照搬的现象。如写作是以九零后与父母相处的敏感代沟问题为题材，使学生感到能写、愿写、有话可写。

（４）体现义务教育的特点，注重激励全体学生。整个试卷面向全体，尤其选项合理不刁钻，学生易于上手。在测试过程中，学生能正常运用所学的基础知识与技能去分析解决问题。全卷中没有出现偏、难、怪题，学生普遍评价较好。

（5）整个试卷可操作性强。评分标准客观公正，易于对比。电脑阅卷使评分更加客观公正。本试卷除选择题外，还有60分的主观题。主观题多题都有开放性的特点，所给答案都一一对应，作文阅卷经由一评二评三评终断，提高了阅卷质量，亦更为公正。

3.试题综合分析

从整体上讲，本次中考切依新课改思潮，把握了课改与语言趋展的总体方向。命题标准规范，思路清晰，难易恰当，考查层面到位，贴实合时，有新意也有创意，具有良好的导向作用。

由上表可见，单项选择题知识覆盖面广，信息量大，综合考查学生对基础知识的掌握程度和实际运用能力。其主要特点如下：

（1）突出语言的交际性和实用性。如第2题，第4题，第5题，第12题，第13题以及第14题考查了学生实际运用知识的能力。其中第2，5题错得较多，体现了学生实际运用的能力不足。

（2）重视语境的设置。本次考试没有出现单纯的语法知识考查，考生只有通过上下文，通过综合分析才能得到答案。如2，4，5，12，13小题就是典型。

（3）考查各种词汇在句子结构中的运用。动词的选择与搭配，系动词用法，情态动词在不同语境下的使用占很大比例，如第6，9，11，12，13题。同时还考查了不定代词、形容词比较级、连词、冠词和各种从句等的使用，覆盖面比较广泛。

（4）兼顾时态语态的运用。如6，7，9题，在具体的应用语境下来选择正确的时态和语态。

2.完形填空题（15题15分）

考查基础知识的综合运用，要求学生有一定的阅读并理解语境形成正确判断的能力。试卷设题多以实词为主，其中动词5题，名词3题，副词3题，形容词1题，代词1题，占86.7%。分析如下：

要求学生在限定的时间内完成对信息、故事、科技、日常生活等文章的阅读，然后分析归纳、推理判断以及整合各种相关信息，再根据题目提示选择正确的答案。由于阅读量大，阅读时间有限，学生须具有较高的英语阅读能力和阅读技巧。

本次阅读理解题材新颖，考题灵活。析表如下：

通过上表可以看出，阅读理解对学生提出了较高的要求。具体特点如下：

（1）阅读量大，题材、形式多样。每篇词数都在300词左右，而且有一定量的生词。所选文章形式风格多样，内容贴近生活，具有时代感。

（2）考题灵活多样，注重语篇理解。从整个题目来看，有推理判断、逻辑归纳、深层理解，同时也有少量的浅层次的简单题目。从学生考试来看，错的较多的是33、35、37、40、42小题。尤其是第三篇和第四篇文章，许多学生未能足够好的把握。

4.词汇运用（10题10分）

该题同样是考查基础知识，重点是词义词形的理解和选择、词组的惯用搭配。析表如下：

本试卷的词汇题目难度不大，没有比较复杂的拼写，也没有较难的转换，学生普遍容易上手，整体得分较高。

相对错得比较多的是47，49，50和52题。47是因介词区分不清，49是因对anywhere的语义和搭配不熟，52多是错误拼写为truely.

 5.任务型阅读（10题10分）

主要考查学生综合理解运用能力，要求学生具有一定的阅读理解能力、综合归纳能力和分析判断能力，也要有所理解信息的迁移和转换能力。学生需词汇量丰富，思维开阔。析表如下：

通过阅卷分析显出特点如下：

（1）可以看出本卷任务型阅读比较容易，大部分所填单词文中都有源词提示，有些只要些许理解便可直接使用源词。如60，62，63，64题。

（2）部分题目能在文中找到源词，看似轻松，实际是对理解和词形搭配提出了更高的要求，很多同学错即在于此，如51题要把文中的cutting 转变为cut，58题则须把not welcome 变为unwelcome。

（3）在语义转换和句词转换上尚显不足，错误亦集中于此。如return到be back的转换，while到during的理解转换，vistors from other countries到foreign vistors的理解转换。

6.缺词填空题（10题10分）

该题考查学生的综合知识运用能力，是一道能力题。不仅要求学生具有较高的阅读能力，而且还要有综合分析能力和运用语言的实践能力。该题给出了首字母，有一定提示，但学生还需结合语境上下文以及该句中的搭配，才能得出正确的判断。本次试卷中正确率较高的69 题best,73题never,74题away,而70，71，75较难错多。主要问题是：
第70题，部分学生未能注意到在语境词when的提示下应该使用Weren’t you listening的过去进行时态，还有学生双写为listenning.

第71题，应为mine，很多同学轻率地误写成macaroni(通心粉)，缘于结构不清以及理解深度不够。要提醒学生所填之词应是平时四会单词，不会是文中出现的注释新词。

第72和75就分别是kindness和changed，部分学生未能注意词形变化和上下文的语境，尤其是第75题，如能注意到前面的，I used to ---,应该不难想到changed.

 7.书面表达A（5题10分）

本卷句子翻译是首年要求全句译出。难度不大，学生比较熟悉。考查要点如下：

第76题，考查建议句型why not或why don’t you,较易。

第77题，动词搭配翻译，主要是encourage sb to do sth,较易。

第78题，过去进行时的典型考查，at this time yesterday, 较易。

第79题，动词形式做主语，可用It’s ---to do 句型或To do/Doing is ---.句型。稍难。

第80题，考查主从句的时态原则-主句将来时，从句现在时，稍难。

主要特点和问题有：

（1）学生基本能适应本届中考句子翻译的新题型，满分较多，

（2）通过评卷可以看出部分学生对一些重要的基本句型，时语态形式掌握程度不够，须加强。

（3）阅卷中对学生的细微小节错误深感可惜，主要是大小写问题，拼写错误，以及介连冠小品词的遗漏问题等，应引起注意。

 8. 书面表达B写作（20分）

本次写作是写学生的自己的感受，以敏感的代沟问题为题材，学生普遍感到好写，有话可写，有一定的开放性和时代性。评分经由一二三评终评断分，体现了客观公正。主要存在问题有：

（1）部分学生卷面不够整洁，明显字数不够；

（2）病句多，组句能力差；

（3）遗漏所需表达的知识点；

（4）没有或少有复杂句型或亮点词句，句型结构简单；

（5）拼写、标点大小写错误；

（6）有空白，背写范文和照抄阅读理解文章现象偶有存在。

从得分情况来看，两极分化严重，满分不多，低分不少。学生运用英语流畅写作的能力有待加强，尤其是不能使用课文中常出现的词句进行写作，部分学生存在大量严重的中式英语的现象。

四、今后教学建议

语言在发展，要求在提高，中考既是对学生的考查，也是对老师的测试。如何切实提高学生的实践语用能力，更多的需要老师的付出。根据本年中考的具体情况，建议如下：

（1）抓全体学生，实施分类教学或指导。我们不能放弃任何一个差生，要经常鼓励差生，给他（她）们以充分的关怀和信心。同时对中等生和尖子生要分类指导，根据不同的学习状况要采取“分而治之，因材施教”的手段，让他（她）们各有其得。

（2）注重心理疏导，多鼓励、少批评。我们教师不能只注意教学或检查作业，一定要注意学生的心理倾向，加强心理疏导，尽量避免学生厌学、不学甚至逃学的现象。要经常和他（她）们交流谈心，促其向好的方向发展，同时也有利于教师的教学和整个教学质量的提高。

（3）夯实基础，加强基础训练。尤其是农村中学要强化基础知识的掌握。我们一定要把单项填空题、词汇题，翻译题和写作当作重中之重来抓。要坚持不懈，每日都不放松，并能够及时分析、归纳和总结。

（4）帮助学生整理归纳出所学中考要点考点难点，鼓励学生自己进行知识的汇集整理，加强复习，加强记忆并经常检查，提高学生的实际应试水平。

(5)实施仿真训练，提高解题技巧和能力。周期进行一次中考模拟，并认真阅卷，认真分析讲解，提高学生实际应试中的解题技巧。同时培养学生细致严谨的学习态度，最大限度的减少考试时的失误或低级错误，充分发挥出学生的最大潜能。

（6）加强对阅读教学的研究。课堂教学的重点应当由琐碎的语言知识传授转移到阅读技巧和能力的强化，要想完成中考考题中七个语篇（65分，占总比分54%）的阅读和解题的任务，只讲语言知识是不能培养学生的阅读技能。要加强课堂阅读教学培养阅读策略；要加强课外阅读扩大词汇（新课标五级要求学生“除教材外，课外阅读量应累计达到15万词以上”）；要通过限时阅读提高学生的阅读速度。

只要我们做好充分的准备，做好充分的研究，我们的学生一定会在中考中取得辉煌的成绩。
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
