‘While no one s looking, Frenchiman Alain Robert jumps
up an office building and starts o climb the wall. There's no
rope and 1o safety net — he's using only his hands! By the time.
he’s halfway up, a crowd has gathered below. After an hour. he
reaches the op and the crowd sighs with relef (41 £51).

Alain has climbed over 85 of the talest buildings in the world, including the Eiffel Tower, the
Empire State Building and the Petronas Twin Towers in Malaysia. One of his firstclimbs wasat the age
of twelve. He didn't have his apartment keys and his parents were out, 5o he climbed up the outside of
the building — seven storeys high — and got in through a window. But, amazingly, Alain has a
problem with height — he fecls dizzy (B2 #11) when he's up high! He has falen seven times, which
has left him partly disabled. But this doesn't stop Alain. “I only think about what I can do, not what |
can'tdo” he says.

Why does he do if? Alain wanis people 1o see their iving environment differntly. He says,
“Maybe they think their building is ugly, this big tower with lots of glass — the opposite of a natural
scenery. But for me, it’s another mountain. So 1 use the place where they work, and make it a kind of
‘wonderland. Everywhere I climb, I see people who afc happy.”

“The technology gap also exists simply because many people do not understand how technology
can help them. They have an old-fashioned way of thinking and cannot imagine the difference that
technology will make to thir fves.

Education s the key. Governments, IT industies and educational insitutions (HLK) should work
together to educate people and rain them, and at the same time iniroduce loca languages into computer
usage. When we bridge the digial divide, then everyone will have equal opportunites and the power
that echnology brings.
